I. ANGELS, STARS ARE CALLED BY JESUS, GOD'S PREACHERS
1. It is not an unfit or inappropriate title for a preacher to be called an angel.

- The title "preacher" and "angel" have been selected by God, Himself also.
2. Preachers perform the greatest service to mankind that another human can perform.
- They reflect Jesus Christ.
- They guide people to and over God's way.
II. TRUTHFULLY, GOD'S PREACHERS ARE ENVIED BY OTHERS
1. Preachers are opposed by people and devils.
2. Preachers are objects of redicule, hate and hostileries.
3. Preachers who reflect Jesus the most are the ones most assaulted.

III. GOD'S PREACHERS ARE SAFE IN HIS HANDS

1. There is no force on earth or in heaven, human or Satanic that can prevail against God's preachers
until their work for God is done.

2. Every God-called preacher has felt the attack of people and of Satan.

3. Every God-called preacher has been delivered by God from a potentially dangerous situation.
