
THE FIRST ONE EVER MAD AT GOD

 4. Jesus left His followers, now His Church, and ascended back to where He had come from, doing 

  what He had come to do.  Redeem man and defeat Satan.

 1.  Seeing that God loved the Church that Jesus started, Satan attempts to destroy the Church.
