 1.  Matthew 2:16-18 

 
 2.  The wicked have always resented Christ's presence. 

 

 3.  Jesus still throws down the power of sin and places Himself upon the throne of the heart. 

 

III.  NICODEMUS RECEIVED Him as a Teacher  (John 3:2) 

 
 1.  Men's remarks are still the same:  "...Never a man spake like this man..."  (John 7:46) 

 
 2.  Jesus claimed to be anointed as Heaven's Teacher and make promises of salvation, safety and 

  satisfaction to those who practiced His teachings.  (Matthew 7:24-29) 

 

IV.  SOME RECEIVED Him as a Prophet  (Matthew 16:14) 

 

 1.  John the Baptist 

 

 2.  Elijah 

 

 3.  Jeremiah 

 

V.  SOME RECEIVED Him as "...the Lamb of God which taketh away the sins of the world..."  (John 1:29) 

  

 1.  Thomas said, "...My Lord and my God..."  (John 20:28)
