 1.  To be tolerant is to let sin command you.

  - Sin of tolerance brought the flood during Noah's day. 

  - Sin of tolerance caused the Jews to be take captive. 

  - Sin of tolerance crucified the Lord Jesus Christ. 

  - Sin of tolerance is what has made our nation number one in crime, divorce and juvenile 

   delinquency. 

  - Sin of tolerance is the reason why 75% of the world is non Christian.

 4.  Drugs, alcohol and sex are destroying our youth. 

 

III.  THE SIN OF TOLERANCE HAS BROUGHT FILTH AND SMUTT INTO HOMES 

 

 1.  Tolerance has allowed our book stores to be flooded with filthy magazines, books and calendars

  3.  Vile language is now heard on all radio and television stations. 

 

IV.  IT IS PAST TIME FOR AMERICAN CHRISTIANS TO BECOME INTOLERANT 

 

 1.  In-tolerance is what founded our great country. 

 

 2.  In-tolerance is what removed slavery from our lands. 

 

 3.  In-tolerance is what did away with child labor. 

  

 4.  In-tolerance is what Jesus Christ preached. 

  - Jesus was not tolerant of worldly and wicked practices. 

  - Jesus was not tolerant of people who prided themselves on being "devoted and holy 

   people of God." 

  - Jesus was not tolerant of social immorality. 

  - Jesus was not tolerant of political corruption. 

  - Jesus was not tolerant of HALF-TIME Christians. 

 

 5.  Our churches are filled with too many HALF-TIME Christians. 

  - How do Sunday night services compare with Sunday morning in attendance? 

  - Why is there a very small percentage of church members in Sunday School? 

  - Why does 20% of a church membership tithe? 

  - Why have most Christians never led anyone to the Lord? 

 

 6.  There is not a single Christian in our church who doesn't think he/she isn't going to heaven.  We 

  all expect to be there.  However, Jesus said that there will be some who think they have  

  every right to be there but will be turned away.
